MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS 3. Remove 2 lower bumper/brush guard bolts.

1. Remove four screws from the front of the grill.
Remove grill.

4. Insert the Rear Bracket (#1) between the frame and
bumper/brush guard. Secure with (2) 7/16” x 1-1/2"
Hex Head Cap Screws (#15) and (2) 7/16 Lock Nuts
(#16) (Passenger side shown). Tighten.
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5. Mark the location of two inside holes on the bottom of
the Rear Bracket (#1) onto the frame of the vehicle
(Passenger side shown). Remove the Rear Bracket
(#1).




6. Drill two 13/32” holes in the bottom of the vehicle
frame in the marked locations. If a 13/32” drill is not
available use a 7/16”.

7. Re-install Rear Bracket (#1) between the frame and
bumper/brush guard. Insert (2) 7/16” x 1-1/2 Hex
Head Cap Screws (#15) into the bumper brush
guard, thru the Rear Bracket (#1) and vehicle frame.
Loosely secure with (2) 7/16" Lock Nuts (#16).

8. Insert (2) 3/8” X 1-1/4” Hex Head Cap Screws (#7) into
the bottom inside holes of the Rear Bracket (#1).
Loosely secure with (2) 3/8” Lock Nuts (#8).

9. Tighten all hardware installed in steps 7 and 8.

10. Drill 2 holes in the bottom skid plate to clear the
heads of the (2) 3/8” x 1-1/4” Hex Head Cap Screws
(#7) installed in step 8.

11. Replace the 4 screws in the bottom skid plate and
tighten.

12. Remove 2 driver’s side brush guard bolts. Place the
Drivers Side Bracket (#2) against the brush guard.
Insert (2) 5/16" X 3" Hex Head Cap Screws (#12) thru
the Drivers Side Bracket (#2) and brush guard.
Secure with (2) 5/16" Plain Washers (#14) and (2)

Cap Screws (#7) and secure with (2) 3/8" Lock Nuts
(#8).
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16. Place the Backing Plate (#6) behind the frame of the
vehicle and align the hole with the rear hole of the
Inside Drivers Side Bracket (#4). Insert (1) 1/2" x 1-
1/2" Hex Head Cap Screw (#10) and secure with a
(1) 1/2" Lock Nut (#11).

17. Repeat Steps 15 and 16 to install the Inside
Passengers Side Bracket (#5) to the vehicle.

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18. Position the UTV Mount (#17) to the inside of the
driver and passenger Side Brackets (#2, #3). Adjust
the UTV Mount height between the Side Brackets so
that the center of the lower pin slots is 11 to 12 inches
off the ground.
